Making changes to an existing will

Simple alterations are usually made
by adding a codicil to your will. A
codicil confirms the original will
and also adds to it. Codicils need to
be witnessed, signed, and dated in
exactly the same way as your will.
The witnesses do not have to be the
same as those who witnessed your
will, but they cannot be beneficiaries
under the will or codicil, or the

spouse of a beneficiary.

A solicitor can advise whether it is
more appropriate to re-write your
will rather than add a codicil.
